Even if you don’t have a specific piece to 
present but are open to improvisation, reach 
out to us—each altar will be an artistic JAM, 

where spontaneity will be a key element.

Each artist will select an altar to integrate their scenic proposal. At the end of each 
day, a closing event will take place, merging the energies of all elements. You may 
also choose to participate in this neutral space.

Each altar will serve as an epicenter for performances from various disciplines, a 
place of offering and journey where the audience will be guided to experience the 
essence of the element. As an artist, you will have the opportunity to collaborate 
in creating immersive experiences that invite active participation.

The festival is struc-
tured around four 
altar-stages dedica-
ted to the elements: 
Earth, Water, Air, 

and Fire.

Altars: Each altar will be located in a specific area, symbolically aligned with its 
element. Within this space, you will collaborate with other artists who have chosen the 
same element to create an immersive experience with a coherent narrative. We will 
ensure that each performance-ceremony integrates meaningfully within the altar. 
If you choose the water altar, you may select between two different pools for your 
proposal.

If you are unsure which element resonates with you, we can decide together based on the 
submitted proposals.

Intimacy: We seek a space of genuine connection. We are not looking for spectators but for crea-
tors and dream inhabitants. We estimate around 80 participants, including artists and audience.

Financial support: The intention of this event is for each person involved to contribute a financial contribution toward 
the realization of the dream. This is with the vision that we will all be co-creators of the field of magic, and that the line 
between those who give and those who receive will be thin. We will be organizing a fundraising effort to help those in need 
with travel and accommodation. 

How to get here: Xalapa is four hours from Mexico City. If traveling internationally, you can fly to Mexico City and take a bus 
to Xalapa. We will assist with organizing accommodations in shared hotels or Airbnbs.
